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[bookmark: _GoBack]Richard Tran Mills is a research staff member working at the intersection of computer science, computational mathematics, and the geosciences. He holds appointments in the Computational Earth Sciences group of the Computer Science and Mathematics Division and in the Earth and Aquatic Sciences Group of the Environmental Sciences Division as well as the Climate Change Science Institute at ORNL. He also holds an adjunct faculty appointment in the Department of Electrical Engineering and Computer Science at the University of Tennessee at Knoxville (UTK). Mills joined the scientific staff at ORNL in 2004 after completing his doctorate in computer science (with a concentration in computational science) at the College of William and Mary, where he was supported by a DOE Computational Science Graduate Fellowship. He completed his fellowship practicum under the direction of Dr. Peter Lichtner in the Earth and Environmental Sciences Division at Los Alamos National Laboratory. Prior to his graduate studies, he studied geology and physics at UTK as a Chancellor's Scholar. 

Mills' broad interest is in developing and applying numerical methods and software to enable the solution of computationally challenging problems that arise in the geosciences. He has conducted research in high-performance computing, software for iterative solution of sparse algebraic systems, computational hydrology, geospatiotemporal data mining, computational hydrology, and execution context-aware software. He has contributed to the PETSc PDE-solver framework and is a principal author of the subsurface flow and reactive transport code PFLOTRAN, which is being used on the largest scale supercomputers in the world to study topics such as radionuclide transport and geologic carbon sequestration. 
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
